Instrumental Music Program Guidelines

Instrument and Music Folder:

The student must bring his/her Instrument and Music Folder to each lesson and rehearsal.  Their music folder includes a practice card, an assignment sheet, a lesson book, and sheet music.

· Students are allowed to forget their instrument AND/OR their music folder only 3 times per semester. (September through December; January through May)

· A note will be sent home each time a child forgets his/her instrument or their music folder.  The note must be signed by a parent and returned to the music teacher the following day. 

· If the note is not returned, the music teacher will call the parent.

· If a student forgets his/her instrument or music folder more than 3 times a semester, he/she may be asked to discontinue in the instrumental music program.

Practice Card:

Students are expected to practice their instrument each day.  (An occasional missed day of practicing is understandable as our students lead very busy lives.)  After practicing, the student is expected to log their time onto a Practice Card.  Each week, the night before their lesson, the student must have their practice card signed by a parent.
· A phone call will be made home for 3 weeks in a row where the practice card is not filled out and signed.
· If the student still does not consistently have the practice card filled out, at the music teacher’s discretion, he/she may be asked to discontinue in the instrumental music program.
· If the student is consistently unable to practice he/she may be asked to discontinue in the instrumental music program.
Attendance:

Attending all lessons and rehearsals is critical.  It is there where a student will learn the skills necessary to succeed on their instrument.  Clear schedules are provided by the music teacher.  Students are responsible for checking the schedule and for coming to each lesson and to each rehearsal on time.
· After 3 unexcused absences from a lesson, or after 3 unexcused absences from a rehearsal, the student may be asked not to participate in the instrumental music program.
Progression:

The student will be expected to progress at a satisfactory level.

· If a student is not progressing, the music teacher will call home.

· If after 3 more weeks the student still shows no progress, the music teacher at their discretion may ask that the student no longer participate in the instrumental music program.
